NOTES:

e CODESOFT 2019 is a separate install from existing versions of CODESOFT. You will need to make
note of your current settings (default directories, etc.) so you can duplicate the settings in
CODESOFT 2019.

e YOU WILL NOT BE ABLE TO ACTIVATE YOUR SOFTWARE if you are using a remote connection, such
as RDP. You must be physically at the computer or using a "VNC" type of connection that does not
make use of Remote Desktop Protocol.

e You should be logged on to Windows as an Administrator so you have full user rights to install
programs.

e Ifyou are using a Windows Vista or higher operating system, you will need to turn off User Account
Control in order to properly install CODESOFT. Search the TEKLYNX Knowledge Base
