The Database Connections window is used to connect the
software to the various database files that are to be used.
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Connect the Database Manager module to the

You can connect the Database Manager module to an
existing database or a new one.

To create a new database to connect to the Database
Manager module:

1 Go to File > Create new database.
2 Select dBase or Access database from the submenu.

A Save as dialog box will open, allowing you to specify a
name and location for the database file, and then click Save.

The new database connection will be displayed in the
Database Connections window.

To connect an existing database to the Database Manager
module:

1 Go to File > Open.

A File selection dialog box will open allowing you to browse
to and select the database of your choice.

You can only select the following database types:

Access (*.mdb)
Excel (*.xls)
Dbase(*.dbf)
